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To IBF President

Dear Dr Kang Young Joong,

I kindly ask you to include in the Minutes of the General Meeting of IBF, which will take place in May 2006 in Tokyo, the issue of termination of RBF membership, as it is unable to organize and advance badminton in its home country, and induction of NBFR as the full member of IBF.

RBF was liquidated by the Federal Registration Office of the Russian Federation Ministry of Justice based on the final and binding decision of Russian court, removed from the Uniform state register of legal units, its Rules declared null and void. 

NBFR is the only accredited federation with the right to conduct championships, primacies, cup games and other official sporting events in the Russian Federation as well as the international sporting events on the territory of the Russian Federation and the right to carry out all the activities aimed on preparing teams of the Russian Federation for taking part in international sport competitions and participation thereof with regards to the sport of badminton. NBFR is a full member of the Russian Olympic Committee; between NBFR and ROC there is a General Agreement on cooperation whereby ROC acknowledges and supports NBFR as a partner for furthering badminton in the Russian Federation. The regional federations and associations of badminton, all the leading players of badminton in Russia also support NBFR. 

The said proposition follows directly from the arbitral award of the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS 2005/A9714 RBF v IBF) where is note dawn: “following the issuance of a final and binding ruling by the competent court of the Russian Federation in the appropriate register for legal entities of the Federal Registration Office of the Ministry of Justice and the liquidation of the Russian Badminton Federation as an operating corporate entity.”
